Disaster Relief Team Trip to North Charleston, SC

The Mission trip to North Charleston was very successful. During the week of May 8

we had 10 volunteers who painted the walls and ceilings of two houses and completely

rebuilt a bathroom and repaired the den floor in another house. A prayer shawl was

given to one of the home owners.

The Grace Mission Team was also responsible for contacting the North Carolina  United
Methodist Disaster Response Group and had them loan 35 bunk beds and 20 mattress-

es to the South Carolina  United Methodist Disaster Team in North Charleston. An
anonymous gift was promised to furnish the remaining mattresses. Prior to the arrival

of the rest of the Grace team, two couples worked two days at Aldersgate UMC to as-
semble the beds.

Many thanks to those who made prayer shawls, donated funds, and left food for the
