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Fellow Members of Grace Church, 
 
Rejoice!!   As many will have heard already, we have a new team for our rector search, and they have 
started their work!  So this summer, when many of us slow down just a little, is going to be a period of 
intense activity for many at Grace. 
 
Our Search Team will be led by Amy Kinard, and Marti Wallace will be the Vestry member who is liai-
son with (and a member of) the Search Team.  Other team members include Moultrie Burns, Marcia 
Cashion, Jan Foreman, Heather Lindsay, Stewart McKelvey, Mark Sibley and Kay Wages.  We are truly 
lucky and pleased to have this group of Grace Church members step forward to work on this important 
task! 
 
Together with your Vestry, the Search Team started their work with a training session on the 7th of July.  
They will be working through the summer, in coordination with the office for Transition Ministry of the 
Diocese. 
 
What can we all do to help the Search Team? 
 
First, pray for themé pray that they have the vision and insight to discern an appropriate Rector for 
Grace Church!  You may want to use the same prayer we are using every Sunday: 

Almighty God, giver of every good gift: Look graciously on your Church, and  
so guide the minds of those who shall choose a rector for this parish, that we  
may receive a faithful pastor, who will care for your people and equip us for  
our ministries, through Jesus Christ our Lord. Amen.  

 
Second, do not be anxiousé recognize that this is the most important decision that the Search Team 
and your Vestry will have to make, and give them all enough time for the Holy Spirit to guide them in 
their work.  For the immediate future, we have the excellent services of several fine priests, so there is 
no need to rush the search process. 
 
Third, respect the need for confidentialityé for many different reasons, most of the work of the Search 
Team should and must remain confidential, so please accept that and know that the good people work-
ing on the Search Team are dedicated to finding the best rector we can for Grace Church. 
 
And, finally, keep your own hearts and minds open to possible priests that you might know or heard 
abouté reach out or ñnetworkò with them and encourage them to send an application to the Dioceses of 
Upper South Carolina.  
 
Yes, we are looking forward to having a new Rec-
toré but what is really important is how many of 
the people of Grace continue to contribute and 
build a Community of Grace, Anchored in 
Christ: Living to Love; Growing to Serve .
