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LENTEN LECTURE SERIES PROGRAM PRESENTATIONS 

March 8: The Rev. Eugene C. Rollins. ñThe Lenten Experience and Addiction 

(Romans 7:14-25) Addiction is any behavior that causes you a problem and you 

continue the behavior in spite of the problem. 

March 15:  The Rev. Jim Neuburger.  ñTheories of the Atonement:  What hap-

pened on Good Friday?ò What did our Lordôs death on the cross accomplish?  Did it: Pay a ransom owed 

to Satan for our freedom? Reverse the wrongs done by Adam by Him being obedient to death? Pay the 

debt to God for our sins that we are unable to pay? Set us free by bearing the punishment that was due us 

for our sins?  Give us an example of Godôs love leading us to repentance?  Demonstrate and satisfy Godôs 

wrath against our sin? 

The talk will present and synthesize the major teaching of the Church regarding the atonement that Jesus 

accomplished for us through the work of his death on the cross.  

March 22:  The Rev. Fletcher Montgomery.  ñJesus and the Church.ò The Church is the Body of 
Christ (1 Corinthians 12, Ephesians 4), but Jesus never belonged to or attended a church.  Did Jesus actu-

ally institute the Church, or was it a later development for those who were waiting for his return? Does the 

21st Century Church look/behave/believe anything like what Jesus envisioned? What role does the Holy 

Spirit play in the ongoing development of Church practice and doctrine? What is our own concept of 

ñChurchò, and how does it align with the institution we belong to? 

March 29:  The Rev. Susan Heath.  ñBecoming the Jesus Movement.ò  Many will recognize the refer-

ence to where our Presiding Bishop Michael Curry is calling/leading our Church:  To live in the world as 

those who embrace and follow our Lord.  Rev. Heath will discuss how this vision inspires and guides us 

all. She will weave in some of her work with the Public Education initiative. 

SPEAKERS 

The Rev. Eugene C. Rollins retired as Pastor of Liberty Hill Presbyterian Church at the end of 2012 

after serving there for 27 years. Since then he has continued an active Pastoral Counseling and Psycho-

therapy practice, seeing clients several days a week in 3 locations.  Dr. Rollins is founder and director of 

Midlands Area Pastoral Counseling Services, Inc., established in 1984.  He is a certified supervisor with 

the College of Pastoral Supervision and Psychotherapy, Inc.  Dr. Rollins holds D. Min-Pastoral Counseling 

from Drew University (1987), a M. Div.-Pastoral Care from Southwestern Baptist Theological Seminary 

(1972), a B.A.-Psychology from Wofford College (1970) and Assoc. of Arts from N. Greenville College 

(1968) and has completed Masters level at the Academy for Clinical Pastoral Education (1982-84) and the 

American Hypnosis Training Academy, Inc. (1988-2000).  

The Rev. Jim Neuberger is retired Rector and successor to William Porcher DuBose at St. Johnôs Epis-

copal Church, Winnsboro, SC. Currently he is Treasurer of the Diocese of Upper South Carolina and 

serves as Assisting Priest at St. Simon & St. Jude Episcopal Church in Irmo. 

The Rev. Fletcher Montgomery has been the Rector of St. Johnôs Episcopal Church in Columbia since 
1999.  The son of a Presbyterian minister, he grew up in several different areas of the country.  He attend-
ed Furman University and Virginia theological Seminary.  He recently graduated from USC with a degree 
in counseling.  He is married to Sarah, and they have two grown sons, Nick and Mike.  He is a member of 
the Diocesan Executive Council and serves on the Commission on Mission and International Concerns.
